Subject:  CDC is now ready to receive data for Hantavirus infection, non-Hantavirus pulmonary syndrome, a new nationally notifiable condition 

On January 21, 2016, CDC’s National Notifiable Diseases Surveillance System (NNDSS) received Office of Management and Budget Paperwork Reduction Act approval to receive data for a condition that the Council of State and Territorial Epidemiologists (CSTE) recommended be made nationally notifiable (1);  namely, Hantavirus infection, non-Hantavirus pulmonary syndrome (event code 11610).  The national surveillance case definition for this condition is available on the NNDSS web site at http://wwwn.cdc.gov/nndss/conditions/hantavirus-infection-non-hantavirus-pulmonary-syndrome/case-definition/2015/.    

CDC’s NNDSS is now ready to receive core data for this condition for Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report (MMWR) years 2016 and 2015 through one of the data transmission mechanisms you currently use to send data to CDC’s NNDSS:
· National Electronic Telecommunications System for Surveillance (NETSS) data files,
· Generic version 1 HL7 case notifications, or
· National Electronic Disease Surveillance System (NBS) Base System Master Message.

Later this year, you will be able to send Hantavirus infection, non-Hantavirus pulmonary syndrome data by using HL7 case notifications based upon the Generic version 2 Message Mapping Guide (MMG).  We have added Hantavirus infection, non-Hantavirus pulmonary syndrome (event code 11610) to the 2015 and 2016 Generic version 2 only event code lists on the NNDSS web site at   https://wwwn.cdc.gov/nndss/case-notification/related-documentation.html (2).
