Subject:           National Notifiable Diseases Surveillance System (NNDSS) Updates
This memorandum summarizes three important updates to the NNDSS. Please share this letter with surveillance and informatics staff in your jurisdictions responsible for collection or submission of data to the NNDSS.  
Update #1: “Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19)” has been added to the 2020 list of nationally notifiable conditions (NNC) on the NNDSS web site and the interim CSTE-approved COVID-19 case definition is now displayed on the NNDSS web site.  The case definition is available by either right-clicking the term “Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19)” on the 2020 NNC list or by navigating to the case definition, located here.  Jurisdictions should use this case definition immediately for all 2020 COVID-19 cases reported to the NNDSS. 1,2 
Update #2:  The 2019 NNDSS Annual Data Reconciliation has been postponed by 4 months to accommodate the demands of the COVID-19 response. Our objective is to publish the 2019 tables by March 12, 2021. 
The NNDSS team will work with your state reporters to finalize your 2019 notifiable disease data between now and September 30, 2020. We ask that the surveillance staff in your jurisdiction collaborate with CDC disease-specific programs to identify and resolve any issues by this date. On October 16, 2020, the NNDSS team will begin emailing the finalized tables for your final approval and signature. Once we receive your final signature, no later than October 30, 2020, no further modifications to the data will be made.

Update #3: We have received Office of Management and Budget Paperwork Reduction Act approval to receive data for blastomycosis (event code 11910).  Blastomycosis is under standardized surveillance but is not nationally notifiable.  Jurisdictions that collect data for this condition can begin to submit data using generic case notifications for surveillance year 2020 to CDC’s NNDSS now.
Thank you very much for your reporting efforts throughout the year. Your input is essential as we continue to work together to prevent and control diseases.
