CPS WEIGHTS

Application of weights is dependent on the variable responses selected for analysis.  The following rules determine which weight to apply.

(1) If the query includes analysis of the second job occupation and/or the second job industry variable:

· Apply the outgoing rotational weight (PWORWGT)
· This weight applies only to cases where HRMIS = 4 or 8. In cases with other values for HRMIS, outgoing rotational weight = 0.

· Application of the outgoing rotational weight is only available on cases 16 years of age or older.  In cases where age is less than 16, outgoing rotational weight = 0.  Thus, if second job industry or occupation is selected, selection within the age variable should be limited to those 16 years of age and older, and the results should footnote that cases were limited to those 16 years of age or older.

IF NO, THEN
(2) If year(s) of interview selected include any year(s) from 1980 to 1997:

· For years 1980 – 1993, apply the final weight (1980-88 FWT; 1989-93 FNLWGT)
· For years 1994 – present, apply the second stage weight (PWSSWGT)
OR
(3) If the age(s) being analyzed include those who are less than or equal to 15 years old:

· For years 1980 – 1993, apply the final weight (1980-88 FWT; 1989-93 FNLWGT)
· For years 1994 - present, apply the second stage weight (PWSSWGT)
IF NO, THEN
(4) Apply the composite final weight (PWCMPWGT) for all data being analyzed between 1998 – present.

· In cases younger than 16 years old, the composite final weight = 0.
